Club Head Coach
The Role of the Head Coach is;

The Head Coach will work with a team of club coaches while simultaneously engaging all players. The Head Coach will spearhead the coaching program, working closely with the other coaches and Head of Year Managers. The role is one of manager, motivational speaker, teacher, coordinator, session planner and organiser. But, above all, should be the facilitator. The other coaches should be the ones that are doing the work, driving the program; the Head Coaches role is to guide them and make their work possible.

The coach should be the point person, and help the Players understand the importance of the work, why they need to do it and to help them buy into it. The Coach should be the guide.

The Head Coach shall:-

1. Be responsible and make recommendations for Coaching within the Club. No policy decisions may be taken until approval is received from the Committee.

2. Be responsible for the implementation of the coaching aspects of Tameside Netball Club’s Development Plan, including coaches, testers and tutors.
3. Arrange or liaise with the Committee for the training of coaches in preparation for introducing them into the club.

4. Assess and submit candidate coaches for testing through England Netball’s coaching awards.
5. Maintain an up-to-date record of all qualified Coaches in the club.

6. Produce estimates of future coaching courses to assist in financial planning, taking into account all sources of finance.

7. Attend each Committee meetings. If unable to attend, send a written report to the Secretary.  

8. Ensure the Club adheres to the England Netball Duty of Care guidelines.
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
